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After you cut one of your guitar fingers off, it hurts.  Then you need protection for it.
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My dear wife purchased this plastic mesh at a crafts store and sewed up a finger guard that has a cap on it and fits over the gauze wrap over the damage.  Works great!!!
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After the finger healed, these next two pictures tell the story.  Since I didn’t lose the nail, it has rolled over the new “top” of my finger.  I needed something not so hard and a bit longer to be able to play my guitar.
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After checking this website and other options, a friend bought me some “Cosco Finger Tips” from a stationary store (Target, Staples, or ??).  Then I used the materials in the next picture to put a rubbery/hard filling into the “Finger Tip” (don’t wait for it to get too hot before drizzling it in or it will melt & deform the tip.)  When I got enough in for my needs, I put in a piece of wax paper and put the rubber Tip on my finger to shape the hot glue.  Let it set up and cool, and give it a shot!
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WORKS FOR ME!
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
